
The fourth oldest amuse-
ment park in the state and
the tenth oldest in the coun-
try, Waldameer was originally
known as Hoffman’s Grove.

The park was named Waldameer (German for “woods by the
sea”) in 1896 by the Erie Electric Motor Company, a trolley
car company that extended service to the park. Waldameer is
home to four amazing coasters, including the Herb Schmeck
Cometthat opened in 1951.Spectacular drops, 90° banks and
a bridge over a four-lane highway helped make Gravity
Group’s Ravine Flyer IIa hit in 2008. 

Conneaut Lake Park opened in
1892,a picnic area on the shores
of the largest natural lake in
Pennsylvania.Now owned by a
non-profit organization, the park
has survived fires, near-closures
and more. Blue Streak, the park’s

classic 1937 Ed Vettel coaster, is the sixth oldest coaster in the
state and an ACECoaster Classic. Our time at the park will be
highlighted by the unveiling of the marker declaring Blue
Streakan ACERoller Coaster Landmark.

Idlewild, opened in 1878,is the old-
est operating amusement park in the
state, and the third oldest in the
country. Popular with enthusiasts
because ofRollo Coaster, a 1938 jun-
ior terrain coaster by Herb Schmeck,
the park has a well-rounded collec-
tion of rides and attractions. We’ll
enjoy ERT on Rollo Coasteras well as
on one ofthe park’s signature attrac-

tions, Mister Rogers’ Neighborhood,where riders on a life-
size trolley tour the Neighborhood ofMake Believe,so well-
known to fans ofthe popularPBS-TV series.

Kennywood opened in
1898 and is one ofonly
two complete American
amusement parks listed

as a National Historic Landmark. Thunderbolt, a 1924 coaster
re-imagined in 1968 to become, arguably,one of the world’s
greatest,and Phantom’s Revenge, the 2001 re-creation of 1991’s
Steel Phantom, are among the coasters that have made
Kennywood a destination for enthusiasts. The park is home
to a number ofrare flat rides, historic rides, innovative dark
rides, and one of the few remaining Noah’s Ark walk-
through funhouses. Kennywood becomes the only park to
host four Coaster Cons.
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Steeped in history, 2010’s host parks are home to five ACECoaster Classics
and three ACERoller Coaster Landmark coasters!

DIRECTIONS
To Doubletree Hotel Monroeville from the
Pennsylvania Turnpike: take exit 57.Stay to
the far left after the toll booths and exit left
onto Business Route 22 Monroeville. Follow
Route 22 west through seven traffic signals. At
the eighth signal,turn left (overhead signs indi-
cate it as the truck entrance to Monroeville Mall;
a Jaguar/BMW dealership is on the left) onto
Mall Boulevard. Follow Mall Boulevard for a
short distance and you will see the Doubletree
Hotel on the right after the traffic signal.
To Doubletree Hotel Monroeville from
Pittsurgh International Airport/Do wntown:
follow I-376 east to Exit 80/Business Route 22,
which will merge directly onto Route
22/William Penn Highway.Proceed through six
traffic signals and after passing the entrance to
Monroeville Mall,turn right immediately after
the Ford dealership (between Day Ford and
Dunham's Sports). At the second stop sign,

turn right onto Mall Boulevard.The entrance to
the Doubletree Hotel will be on the right after
the traffic signal.
To Kennywood from the Pennsylvania
Turnpike, take exit 57 Pittsburgh/Monroeville
to Interstate 376 west. From 376 take the
Swissvale exit (exit 77).Follow the Kennywood
arrows south on Braddock Avenue over the
Monongahela River and turn left at the end ofthe
bridge,onto Route 837.Follow Route 837 for 1½
miles;Kennywood’s parking lot entrances will be
on the right.
To Kennywood from Pittsburgh International
Airport/do wntown, take I-376 toward
Pittsburgh,which will take you through the Fort
Pitt Tunnels and across the Fort Pitt Bridge to
Pittsburgh's downtown.On the bridge,stay to the
right to remain on I-376 toward Monroeville.
Take the Swissvale exit (exit 77).Follow the direc-
tions from exit 77 listed above to the park.
