The Larks of IR Lspana 09!

Our first park, Parque de Atracciones de Madrid, is just one part
of Casa de Campo, the largest park in Madrid. More than five times the
size of New York City’s Central Park, it was once the hunting grounds
of the Spanish monarchy. Today, you’ll find the Madrid zoo, sporting
facilities, an artificial lake, and Teleférico, a cable car owned by Parque
Reunidos, parent company of Parque de Atracciones

Opened in 1996, Pola Park, a brightly colored fun park on the
edge of Santa Pola, has over 20 attractions including carousels, pirate
boats, and all kinds of rides. Montafia Rusa, a Zyklon Galaxi-like coastet,
opened in 2008.

Terra Mitica opened in the resort town of Benidorm in 2000. The
park is divided into five themed zones: Egypt, Greece, Rome, Iberia and
the Islands of the Mediterranean Home to four roller coasters, Terra
Mitica had two new additions in 2008: Ocionia, a free access area with
themed shops, branded restaurants and pay-as-you-go attractions; and
Atalaya, an outdoor adventure and obstacle course for adults and chil-
dren.

The kiddie carnival atmosphere of Festilandia is sure to enchant
many attendees during our brief visit to enjoy Draky. If time permits,
make sure to run down the side street and put your feet in the
Mediterranean! Shopaholics will want to check out the area’s great shop-
ping

PortAventura opened on May 2, 1995, a joint venture of the
Tussauds Group, Anheuser-Busch, and Universal Studios. Now wholly-
owned by Criteria Caixa, the patk is still known world-wide for the out-
standing shows and attractions found in its five bea'l:Elfully *_eme
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Ovetlooking the city of Barcelona, Tibidabo sits atop a mountain.
There is a lot of walking involved, up and down the many hills to find
the unique rides, such as the Transmobil and the Plane, tucked away here
and there. Some attendees may want to check out the park’s funicular
railway. Others may choose to visit the church just outside the park
entrance; an elevator will whisk you up to an amazing view of the city.

While the park’s three steel coasters are the reason for our visit,
Parque de Atracciones de Zaragoza offers much more for your
entertainment. Don’t miss the boat ride, the Ferris wheel (with turning
gondolas) and the fun house. The full-service bar, found at the front of
the park’s air-conditioned restaurant, will be a draw for many. Spain will
be hot, so air-conditioning is always a bonus.

With San Sebastian on one side and the rugged Atlantic Ocean
coast on the other, Parque de Atracciones Monte Igueldo occupies a
very scenic spot. Many attendees will gravitate to Montafia Suiza, the
park’s 1928 coaster, and the only concrete scenic railway in the world.
It’s the oldest coaster on our tour. The park has much more to offer —
a spectacular view from the tower, a ride on the funicular railway, an
exploration of the Labyrinth (built in 1930). A park with such a rich his-
tory has much to see and do.

Parque Warner Madrid, located 25 km south of Madrid in San
Martin de la Vega, was known as Warner Bros. Movie World when it
opened in April 2002. Originally co-owned by Six Flags and Time
Warner, today its one of the Parques Reunidos parks. Its five themed
areas, home to six coasters, celebrate the magic of movies: DC Super
