Our host parks for the 2009 ACESummer Conference count 15
coasters between them. Attendees will enjoy ERTon every single
one of those coasters!

La Ronde opened in 1967 as part of the Expo 67 World’s Fair.
This beautiful park is home to 39 rides including nine coasters.  As
eight of those coasters are steel, this makes La Ronde truly a metal-
lovers paradise.  

From the oldest coaster in the park, Marche du Mille-pattes
(March of the Millipede), an Arrow mini mine train that opened with
the park, to Goliath, a B&M mega coaster that opened in 2006, La
Ronde is sure to have a coaster you’ll love. Monstre, the park’s
wood coaster, was designed by Cobb &Associates. The first side of
this twin-tracked coaster opened in 1985; the other side opened

the following year. 
The Great Escape traces its history to 1954, when the Mother

Goose-themed Storyland USAopened. Seeking to expand atten-
dance beyond the small children that the Mother Goose attractions
drew, the park opened Ghost Town in 1957. It was the first of many
themed areas the park has added over the years. The park name
was changed to The Great Escape in 1983.

Perhaps the most famous of the park’s coasters is The Comet,
the Schmeck-designed PTCcoaster that was originally located at
Ontario’s legendary Crystal Beach. Attendees will enjoy five hours of
ERTon this rolling piece of history. In addition to its fine coasters,
the park offers many popular Six Flags attractions, including
Wiggles World.

From La Ronde, follow signs to Pont
Jacques-Cartier. Turn right to merge onto
Pont Jacques-Cartier and then continue
on Route 134. Take the ramp on the left
onto Boulevard Taschereau and merge
onto QC-132 W/QC-20/Route 20 via the
ramp to QC-10/La Prairie. Continue on
Route 132 West, which will become
Route 15 South and then I-87 South in
the U.S.  Take exit 20 and turn left onto
CR 23/Gurney Lane.  Turn right onto NY-
9/State Route 9 for about one mile.
Parking is on the right.  Allow three
hours drive time not including border
crossing time. 

Attendees are advised to visit the U.S.
Customs website help.cbp.gov regarding
Canadian purchases transported into
the U.S.

Adult U.S. citizens entering the United States from Canada must
have a passport, passport card, or other travel document
approved by the Department of Homeland Security. U.S. citizen
children under the age of 16 will be able to present the original or a
copy of their birth certificate, or other proof of U.S. citizenship such
as a naturalization certificate or citizenship card. 

In addition, you may be required to present your passport upon
entry to Canada.

The
application process can be lengthy! If you do not have a passport
or passport card and plan to attend the Summer Conference you
should begin the process as soon as possible.
